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was born in 1897 in the Oklahoma Territory — 13 years to be
before it became a state. On Saturday, September 29, she
walked Little Rock’s Big Dam Bridge, to celebrate her 110th
birthday. She shared several of tidbits of wisdom on that
day according to the Arkansas Democrat Gazette. One of
her pieces of advice for a long life was, “donate money for
children to go to camp. They will never forget that.”

Five years ago when she was just 105, Ruth Lincoln told her
pastor Rev. Karen Akin at Second Presbyterian that she
wanted to do something special with some unexpected funds
that had come to her. Karen put her in touch with
Ferncliff. She donated $20,000 to set up an endowment at
the Arkansas Community Foundation so that each year
funds would be given to Ferncliff to give camp scholarships.
Over the past five years the endowment has generated about

$5,000 for scholarships.
