Our first trip will be to Ireland/Northern Ireland on May
3-14, 2009.  It will provide an opportunity to learn about
the reconciliation between Protestants and Catholics bro-
kered 10 years ago.  In a world that still has much conflict
fueled by ethnic and religious differences, here is an example
and model that brings hope!

We will travel to Dublin, Belfast,

Londonderry and Galway.  We will see both beautiful coun-
tryside and cosmopolitan areas.  This is not a pre-packaged
tour.  It has been carefully crafted to bring participants into
direct contact with individuals, public officials, and church
groups involved in the peace process.  We will see sites and
make new Irish friends.  For instance, we will spend a day at
Presbyterian supported Corrymeela Peace and Reconciliation
Center Ð a community that continues to play a role in
bringing Catholic and Protestants together.  We will meet
with officials in parliament, laypeople in parishes, and locals
in pubs.  

Leadership includes Belfast native George Hankin-Hull, a
member at Trinity Presbyterian and Director of the UAMS
Department of Pastoral Care.  Also, Roisin McCabe, a
Ferncliff summer counselor for several summers, will serve as
an in-country host and guide.

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Ferncliff Steps Up in Tornado Response
Disaster Assistance Center Expands into Woodworking

Ferncliff 's Disaster
Assistance Center (DAC) has
stepped up to the plate in a
big way helping disaster vic-
tims.  The Presbytery of
Arkansas Disaster Team found
a significant unmet need.
Families who lost their homes
reported needing emergency
storage for their salvaged pos-
sessions.  At first, volunteers
were building the units in the
disaster areas.  It soon became
apparent that too much time
was spent in driving, set up,
and weather delays.  It was
suggested that Ferncliff 's
10,000 sq ft DAC could
become a central location for
these 6'x8' units to be prefabricated and transported for final
assembly on site.

A grant of $5,000 was made
available for tools, and
volunteers from Second
Presbyterian, Hot Springs
Village, and Fairfield Bay
helped transform 1600 sq ft of
the DAC into a large work-
shop.  Lomanco, an attic venti-
lation product manufacturer in
Jacksonville, donated a racking
system.  Over the space of
three busy weeks, the work-
shop was set up and building
of the first units underway.  At
least 60 units will be built. The
shop and unit construction
procedures are in place so that
volunteers are able to work in
this ministry of construction.

A donation of $500 covers the cost of getting an Emergency
Storage Unit (ESU) to a needy family.
